there are more than 200,000 adult Kiwanians and more than 325,000 Kiwanis Family members 

in 80 countries and geographic areas throughout the world serving on projects to help eliminate 

Maternal and Neonatal Tetanus and Iodine Deficiency Disease, both of which have been leading 

causes of death and intellectual disabilities worldwide. NOW,  

 

THEREFORE, BE IT PROCLAIMED, that we, the City Council of Harrisonburg, Virginia, 

celebrate the Kiwanis Club of Harrisonburg’s 100th Anniversary of “Serving the Children of the 

World”.
