Summary:  Consider a supplemental appropriation for the Children’s Services Act (CSA) in the amount of $293,973.33. 
 
Background:  CSA is a shared service between the City and Rockingham County (County) with the County serving as the 
fiscal agent. CSA provides support services for high-risk youth in the community. 
 
Key Issues:  For Fiscal Year 2021, the costs of providing these services to City residents exceeded the budget and 
resources available to the County that are provided by the City. The County has requested that the City provide funding 
for this deficit.

Fiscal Impact:  This action will increase the General Fund budget by $293,973.33.
