The census counts
every person living
in the U.S. once, only
once, and in the
right place.

It’s about fair
representation.

Every 10 years, the results
of the census are used to
reapportion the House of
Representatives,
determining how many
seats each state gets.

It’s in the . |

The U.S. Constitution requires a census
every 10 years. The census covers the

entire country and everyone living here.
The first census was in 1790.

After each census, state officials use the
results to redraw the boundaries of their
congressional and state legislative districts,
adapting to population shifts.
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Local governments
use the census for
public safety and
emergency
preparedness.
